(if necessary we will complete this during an area meeting), Monthly Reports are due 2nd Friday of each month, To maintain the grant you must attend 3 out of 4 state events (CORE, Techday, FLC (optional), State Conference)

Reimbursement 1

Teachers should submit all appropriate paperwork then register themselves as well as their students for the TSA conference using the GATSA registration site. If the conference requires an overnight stay they would also secure hotel rooms for themselves as well as their students. 

2. Once the conference approaches the school bookkeeper should write one check for GA TSA – that covers the conference fee, and one check to the hotel that covers the hotel fee (if hotel was necessary). These checks would cover student and teacher cost. Teacher cost will be paid by surplus monies within the TSA account from teacher fundraiser.

3. Once the teacher returns they should seek reimbursement. They should seek Reimburment for registration and hotel for the school through the career and technical education department via school chandelled checks. They should also seek Reimburment for per diem via the CTE department using a professional travel expense form. 

Reimbursement 2

Teachers should submit all appropriate paperwork then register themselves as well as their students for the TSA conference using the GATSA registration site. If the conference requires an overnight stay they should also secure hotel rooms for themselves as well as their students. 

2. Based on the invoices produced and provided by GATSA and Hotel the teachers should write a personal check and deposit it into their TSA school account via their bookkeeper.

3. Once the conference approached the school bookkeeper would write one check for GA TSA – that covers the conference fee, and one check to the hotel that covers the hotel fee (if hotel was necessary). These checks would cover student and teacher cost.

4. Once the teacher returns they should seek reimbursement. They first should seek Reimburment for the school through the career and technical education department via school chandelled check, once the school received the funding the teacher should seek Reimburment for themselves via recite of payment to the school. They should also seek Reimburment for per diem via the CTE department using a professional travel expense form.
